The changes were

recorded as stipulated in the ISL. The ISL does not require that each intermediate step that leads

to the change be recorded.

51. In conclusion, having read all those documents, lists of "mistakes", responses from the

laboratory personnel in Paris, my opinion is that there is no doubt that the samples, A and B

tested belonged to the athlete, and that the IRMS results were acquired from good, reliable

methods and support the administration of a testosterone-related substance.

52. I declare under penalty of perjury of the laws of Quebec and New York that the foregoing

is true and accurate.
